The year now is 1997, and in November | made a job
change, and moved the family to Green Bay in 1999. |
joined the Green Bay Horseshoe Club, and started to pitch
again. | started running the Green Bay Open and was its
Tournament Director for two years.

| left Green Bay in spring of 2002, and moved to the
Madison area, until | settled in Edgerton in 2005, where |
live currently.

| met John Garvan from Edgerton in 2005 and started
mentoring him. We spent hours together perfecting our
games and competing in over 25 tournaments a year, until
John could no longer pitch. Jane Smith, who nominated me
said, “I nominated Kevin because of his passion for this
sport and his willingness to do everything possible to
promote it. He is a caring individual, and everyone is
important to him.”
